I will respect the religious observances and/or prayer schedules of my peers.

I will listen with an open heart and mind, and set aside the need to persuade others.

I will not interrupt others, nor will I use any form of profanity toward them.

I will not discriminate based on gender, ethnicity, sexual orientation, or religious affiliation.

| understand that smoking, drinking, drug abuse, and any form of sexual activity is prohibited
during the conference. Any violation of this may result in expulsion from the conference.

| understand that leaving my room after the evening curfew of 11:00 p.m. is not permitted except
in the case of an emergency.

I understand that | am not permitted to leave the Northeastern University campus unless | am
accompanied by a parent or Interfaith Action, Inc. approved chaperone, and that | must sign out
with an IFA staff person every time that | do so.
